Anointing/Hospital Visit: If you or someone you know is being admitted to 
Chesapeake General Hospital, please call the office so we may share Eucharist 
with them and/or celebrate the Sacrament of the Sick.

Confirmation (Youth) may celebrate the Sacrament of Confirmation when 
they are in the tenth grade and are at least 15 years of age. In addition to the 
Confirmation program, each confirmandi must also be enrolled in a religious 
education program. Confirmation is normally celebrated during the Easter 
Season. Contact Sister Dolores at the Parish Office for additional information.

Confirmation (Adult): Baptized Adults who have received their first Eucharist 
and wish to celebrate the Sacrament of Confirmation participate in an eight- 
week process usually beginning in Lent. Contact Sister Dolores at the Parish 
Office for information.

Adults for Baptism or Reception into the Catholic Church: Adults 
who have not been baptized or wish to be received into the Catholic Church 
participate in the Rite of Christian Initiation for Adults (RCIA). Children: The 
process is adapted for children 7 years of age or older. Contact Sister Dolores 
at the Parish Office for information. 

Holy Orders, Religious Life and Lay Ministry: Men and women who are 
considering Holy Orders, Religious Life, or Lay Ministry are encouraged to call 
Fr.
