MARCH 20, 2022

Synod
Pope Francis called for the World Synod of Bishops to take place in October
2023.

A Synod is a gathering of bishops for specific kinds of issues. Synods are meant
to be consultative, to be able to hear from those who are participating in the
life of the Church. Pope Francis has asked that the Synod of Bishops in 2023
would be about synodality, or how we as disciples are journeying together
to reflect on and respond to the Holy Spirit's call to us. The Synod's theme is
“communion, participation and mission.” Pope Francis formally opened the
Synod process with a Mass at St. Peter’s Basilica on October 10.

In his homily on October 10, Pope Francis told those gathered that a Synod is
“a journey of spiritual discernment that takes place in Adoration, in prayer and
in dialogue with the word of God.”

The faithful can reflect on how they encounter the Holy Spirit. Consider how you
encounter others who are participating in the life of the Church. How are you
journeying together with others to be in communion with the Lord? Prince of
Peace parishioners are invited to participate in listening sessions. The sessions
will take place both virtually and in person. To sign up for a session, please go
to our parish website.

From their website:

Regulations for Fasting and Abstinence: Fasting is to be
observed by all 18 years of age and older, who have not yet
celebrated their 59th birthday. On a fast day, one full meal is
allowed. Two other meals sufficient to maintain strength may
be taken according to each one’s needs, but together, they
should not equal another full meal. Eating between meals
is not permitted, but liquids, including milk and juices, are
allowed.

Abstinence is observed by all 14 years of age and older. On
days of abstinence, no meat is allowed. Note that when health
or ability to work would be seriously affected, the law does
not oblige. When in doubt concerning fast and abstinence, the
parish priest should be consulted.

Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are days of fast and
abstinence.

All the Fridays of Lent are days of abstinence.

KEEPING IT COOL CAMPAIGN: Keeping It Cool Campaign
update: As of March 14, 2022, we have raised $32,218.00.
Thank you for your continued support. The AC/Heating system
in the parish education wing is over 20 years old, and is in serious
disrepair. The lack of adequate air conditioning and heat has
impacted everything from Christian Formation for our youth and
adults, to outreach ministries like the Food Pantry and Homeless
Meals Program. As a result, many ministries have been relocated
out of that space, and others have persevered in spite of the
uncomfortable conditions.

The current system is outdated, and complicated and expensive
to maintain, and therefore must be replaced. After investigating
options for a new system, the church has partnered with a long-
time vendor to replace the old system with a modern alternative
that will serve the church for the next 20 years. The cost of the
new equipment and installation is $181,000.00. The church has
made a down payment and is working with the Richmond Diocese
for a loan so that the project can proceed right away.

To cover the cost of the project and repay the loan, the church
is launching the “Keeping It Cool” Campaign, which will run
through May 31, 2022. It will rely on the generosity of the parish
community to raise the necessary funds
to make it successful. Please prayerfully
consider contributing toward this revenue
goal.

It is important to complete this system
upgrade so that the programs, missions and
outreach ministries that have defined the
Prince of Peace community may continue
and grow as we worship and serve together.
May God bless you.

DIOCESAN ANNUAL APPEAL: We've all heard the parable of the
Prodigal Son several times before. We know how it begins - the
younger son squandering His inheritance - and we know how it
ends - the son being welcomed back into his father’s house with
open arms and a celebratory feast.

But do we know what happens next? Do we stop to consider how
the Prodigal Son's life might have been transformed through
that encounter with his father’s love and mercy? It's likely that
he experienced a sense of gratitude he never had before, when
he had taken what his father had for granted. And it's likely that
this experience of gratitude transformed the way he lived and
served on his father's estate. Humbled by his great need and
insufficiency, but also uplifted by his father's love and providence,
it's easy to imagine that the once-Prodigal Son became a loyal and
dependable partner in his father's work, eager to give of himself.

Like the Prodigal Son, we've all experienced profound mercy from
God our Father. Despite our sinfulness, He has redeemed us
through Jesus and invites us to eternal life with Him. How has this
radical and undeserved gift of mercy transformed us? Has it made
us more humble, more grateful, and more willing to generously
give of ourselves? Because it should! If we don't feel or act upon
this gratitude, now might be an appropriate time to reflect on why
that is and how we can grow in this virtue.

And once we've rekindled this gratefulness for all that God has
given us, it might be a good time to consider how we can give
of ourselves in turn. Supporting our Annual Diocesan Appeal -
which contributes to our Father’s work in our local Church - is one
concrete way that we can respond in gratitude. Reflect upon your
own experience of God's loving, unmerited mercy and see how it
